Discussion Items:

Approval of Minutes:

· David Watson made a motion to approve the minutes of the January 15, 2006 board meeting.  Rich Blanchard seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously passed.
State Report (Robin Smith):

· All national and American levels will play true double elimination 12-team brackets at the State tournaments, federal tournaments will play an 8-team double elimination bracket.
· New President, Mike Zimmerman, and new Vice President, Dave Terry.
· State Tournament host associations need to fill out the applications and get them back to Robin as soon as possible.
· Invitational Tournament meeting is confirmed:  Wednesday, April 5th, 7:30 pm at Oregon City High School.  Please check the state website on your own prior to that date to ensure it doesn’t change.

Association Fee Payments:

· There was a motion to accept Hood River as a new association.  Dave Watson made the motion, and it was seconded by Mike Price, the motion passed by a majority vote, there were two reps abstained from voting.  Hood River has access to two High School fields with lights for night games.  They will be bringing in a Senior Fed and a Senior Am team this year.
· There was a motion to accept Sandy as a new association.  Chris Franz made the motion, and it was seconded by Mike Price, the motion was passed unanimously.  Sandy will enter as a senior only program, and currently have 60 kids signed up.  They are looking at 1 Senior Fed, 2 Senior Am, 1 Senior Nat, and one team unknown.

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Need
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Old Business:

· By-Laws were reviewed at previous meetings, however, we did not have a quorum to vote.  Reps are asked to review the proposed changes as listed below, and be prepared to vote at the next meeting.  Also if there are any other proposed changes, they should be brought to the next meeting.  By-Laws need to be finalized at the next board meeting:
1. Item 2.1.3 – to be re-worded as follows:  Provide information and verify primary insurance for all members.  Insurance needs to name Tricounty Junior Baseball and Junior Baseball of Oregon as an additional insured.

2. Item 4.3 – Webmaster will be removed from this item

3. Item 4.4 – New item:  Webmaster is a non-voting member of the board, and is a paid position.  The Webmaster will be responsible for maintaining TriCo’s website.  He/She will help individual leagues set up their links on the TriCo website.  He/She will also maintain all information including scorecard data on the website, ensuring timely updates.

4. Item 5.1 – Last sentence to read “He/She will prepare and/or oversee preparation of the TriCo game schedules for all participating teams.”

5. Item 5.2 – Sentence to be deleted “He/She will make arrangements for purchasing secondary insurance.”

6. Item 5.3 – Will be deleted, as it is moved to item 4.4

7. Item 5.4 – Sentence to be added “He/She will ensure and enforce all Junior Baseball of Oregon rules”.

8. Item 8.3 – All games will start at 6:00pm, and no game will start after 6:30pm, unless mutually agreed upon by both coaches.

9. Item 9.1 – There should be two umpires per game in the junior through cub levels, one adult umpire is required at the midget level.

10. Item 9.1 – A coach, assistant coach, relatives of coaches or team members may only be umpires if the opposing coach is made aware of this 24 hours prior to the start of the game and is in agreement.

11. Add Item 11.2 – Parents are responsible for the safety, care and supervision of their own children who are in attendance, but not playing in a game.

12. Item 13.4 – No district games will start after 6:00pm, games may start any time earlier as is required by scheduling.

New Business:

· Dave Watson of Camas, would like the board to consider changing the league schedule starting next season as follows:  Midgets and Seniors to play on Mondays and Thursdays, Juniors to play on Tuesdays and Fridays.

· Associations interested in hosting a district tournament should make it known at the March board meeting.

· Rockwood:  Player tryouts will be held Feb. 25th.  N.E. Portland players will be playing with Rockwood this season as they learn the ropes and get their board in place, and will be their own association next season.

· Sandy:  Heidi Yungeberg was introduced as the Rep.
