· It looks as though there will be no Cubs state tournament next season.
· State Tournament Dates:  July 19 – 22 for Midgets and Junior National, July 26 – 29 for Junior American and above.
· Rules changes under consideration:
- For senior level play, the rule requiring 9 defensive outs per player as enacted last season, will be changed back to 6 defenseive outs.

- The no stealing home rule at Midget National will remain in effect with more clarification.

· The name of Junior Baseball of Oregon will be changed to reflect the growth of the association in the Northwest.
· There will be a code of conduct statement from the State level that all players, parents and coaches will be expected to follow.
